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Buses

Just a reminder that with the start of winter sport we have children going many different directions at the end
of the school day. We have about 50 children that travel on buses at any given time so if they are not
travelling on their normal bus please get in touch with us and let us know. Please also remember that if your
child/ren permanently finish certain after school activities to notify the office otherwise we assume they are
still doing what is noted on the bus lists.

Equally important is signing out your children when you come in to school to collect them. If you do not sign
them out on the bus list then we assume they are still at school.

School Heating

There are still some decisions to be made by the MOE about what type of replacement heating system we
are going to get. In the meantime we have electric heaters in the classrooms, but many of the other spaces
e.g. corridors, cloakrooms etc are not heated at all. This means that children need to have warm clothing at
school and it'’s also a reminder that if the power is out then we have no form of heating at all.
